


Admissions requirements
At least 20 years of age. Thorough knowledge of German (spoken, read 

and written), apprenticeship in kitchen, service or housekeeping or 

commercial school authorised at a federal level or European bacca

laureate A or O levels or equivalent.

Each year is divided into two terms. The academic term during 10 to 16 

weeks is devoted to theoretical and practical terms within the school.
